The Foster Review of the future role of FE colleges

Sir Andrew Foster has been asked by the Secretary of State for Education and Skills and the Chair of the Learning and Skills Council for England, to carry out a review of the future role of the FE college sector and, in an open and consultative way, consider issues raised by the reform agenda for the sector.

 

The purpose of the review is for the Government and the LSC to receive advice on the key strategic issues, challenges and opportunities facing the college sector over the next 5 - 10 years.  It will assess this in the context of the important contribution that colleges make to the DfES five year strategy and in particular the 14-19, skills, higher education and Success for All reforms.  It will aim to identify the distinctive contribution colleges make to their local economies and to social inclusion, their particular mission, and what needs to happen to transform the sector.
